This fascinating talk on America’s institutions versus Europe’s and Asia’s will be followed by a cocktail reception and a gourmet dinner with wine.
Professor Weiler was instrumental in developing Stanford’s program in international

development education (SIDEC). He was director of UNESCO’s International Institute
for Educational Planning in Paris (IIEP) in the 1970s and a consultant to a number
of international organizations (including the World Bank and the African Development
Bank), foundations and national governments in Europe, Africa, and South East Asia.
At Stanford, he served as Associate Dean for Academic Affairs, as a University Fellow,
and as Director of the Center for European Studies.
For at least the last fifty years, the American system of higher education has been the envy and the benchmark for the rest of the world; many countries have aspired to create both elite institutions like Harvard and Stanford and a broad-based system of public higher education. Events over the last year, however, have dealt a severe blow to both the private and the public institutions of higher education in the U.S.: Endowments of private universities have been shrinking dramatically, public universities have lost financial support from their state budgets, faculty and staff have been furloughed or terminated, and tuition has risen massively even at public institutions. There is already talk about the long-term superiority of solidly state-supported models of higher education in Europe and Asia. Has the time come to re-examine the undisputed leadership of American higher education in the world?
